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It is my privilege to present the 48TH Annual Report of the India International

Centre for the year commencing 1st of February 2008 to the 31st of January

2009. It will be placed before the 53rd Annual General Body Meeting of the

Centre, to be held on the 25th of March 2009. I joined the Centre on August

1, 2008 and it has been a great experience to see it from the organising side

as up to now I had been frequenting it as not even a member but a spousal

member.

We would all like to place on record our gratitude to the two outgoing Trustees,

Mrs. Justice (Retd.) Leila Seth and Dr. R.K. Pachauri for the very valuable

contributions made by them towards the successful steering of the policy and

critical affairs of the Centre, and to Mr. Inder Malhotra, Cmde C. Uday Bhaskar,

Brig Sukhjit Singh, Mrs. Vasantha S. Bharucha, Dr. S.M. Dewan and Prof.

Mushirul Hasan, members of the Executive Committee, for the time devoted

and the interest taken by them in important matters relating to the execution

of policies. Mrs. Justice (Retd.) Leila Seth was untiring in her efforts to upgrade

the Library and some aspects of her vision are already beginning to bear fruit.

We are grateful to her for it.

The tenures of the existing members elected to the Executive Committee and

the Board of Trustees, from both the Individual and Corporate membership

segments, will conclude on the 31st of March 2009.

In August 2008 Justice B.N. Srikrishna was selected as Life Trustee of the

Centre. Justice Srikrishna has had an excellent academic career with degrees in

Science, L.L.B and L.L.M from the University of Mumbai. He holds an M.A.

degree in Sanskrit from the Mysore University, a Diploma in Urdu, and a

postgraduate Diploma in Indian Aesthetics from Mumbai University. Justice

Srikrishna’s name is synonymous with the commission of enquiry into the

riots that shook Mumbai in December 1992/January1993. His report, submitted

in February 1998 generated a wide debate in India and abroad. He was
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appointed Chief Justice of the High Court of Kerala on September 6, 2001.

Thereafter he was appointed as a Judge of the Supreme Court on October 3,

2002 a position which he held with distinction up to May 21, 2006. The

report of the Sixth Pay Commission, of which he was the Chairman, has made

many original contributions. The recommendations in the report have been

wholly accepted by the government.

Justice Srikrishna’s deep interest in philosophy, culture, music and education

has made him a much-respected figure in music sabhas, religious organisations,

and cultural and educational institutions. He was a trustee of the

Shanmukhananda Fine Arts and Sangeet Sabha, Mumbai. He is a linguist who

speaks seven languages fluently.

In the year’s national honours list thirty-four of the Centre’s distinguished

members were vested with Padma awards.

Activities

The year 2008-09 was a very busy one and the Centre organised a variety of

programmes. Some were initiated by the IIC and in others we reached out to

collaborate with other institutions and organisations. In still others we facilitated

programmes by providing venues free of charge or at subsidised rates to

institutions which pursue similar objectives.

The programmes organised between February 2008–January 2009 comprised

227 seminars/talks/discussions and 311 performances, exhibitions, as well as

documentary and feature films.

C. D. Deshmukh Memorial Lecture
The India International Centre owes its unique position as an institution to the

vision of its founding fathers and seeks to bring together the best from all

walks of life in a meeting of minds. We honour ourselves in remembering our
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founding president, Dr. C. D. Deshmukh every year through a memorial lecture

delivered by an eminent person who has made an outstanding contribution in

his or her field. This year the 26th C. D. Deshmukh Memorial Lecture was

delivered by the distinguished botanist, Prof. H.Y. Mohan Ram on ‘Traditional

Knowledge of Plants in India’. In this fascinating, richly illustrated lecture,

Prof. Ram took the audience on a voyage of discovery to the amazing variety

of plants with healing properties which have been used in Ayurveda, as also

the traditional trees of the tropics and the semi-arid zones.

IIC Annual Day
We celebrated the 46th Annual Day of the Centre on 22 January. This was the

day in 1962 when the Centre moved into its newly constructed premises.

There was a lively concert of Indo-Portuguese music presented by Ms. Sonia

Shirsat, well known singer from Goa who was accompanied by Mr. Dinesh

Khundrakpam on the Portuguese guitar and Mr. Allan Abreu on the viola. The

programme comprised a selection of Fado songs from Portugal, some traditional

Konkani songs and the Mando of Goa. Ms. Sonia Shirsat is considered to be

the best Fadista from India. The programme was held in collaboration with the

Portuguese Cultural Centre. The concert was followed by a Portuguese dinner.

Mid-Year Review of the Indian Economy
The mid-year review of the Indian economy is an annual seminar supported

by the Malcolm and Elizabeth Adiseshiah Trust (MEAT) based in Chennai.

This annual seminar was started in 1983 by Prof. Malcolm Adiseshiah,

eminent economist and Convenor of the Economic Affairs Group at the IIC. He

was also a Life Trustee of the Centre from 1978 till his passing away in 1994.

The seminar this year was presented by Dr. Nagesh Kumar, Director-General

of the Research and Information Systems (RIS). The discussants were Mr. M.

K. Venu of The Economic Times and Dr. Pinaki Chakraborty, National Institute

of Public Finance and Policy. The presentation discussed the global meltdown

and the resilience of the Indian economy in dealing with this successfully.

Other factors like the mobilization of domestic savings, the absence of the
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liquidity crunch, the falling price of petrol and the effect of the Sixth Pay

Commission ensured that a sufficient amount of money remained in circulation.

The outlook, thus, appeared to be positive but not the growth rate that India

has had in recent years.

The seminar is followed by a publication (being co-published with Shipra

Publications since 2000) every year.

Durgabai Deshmukh Memorial Lecture
The annual Durgabai Deshmukh Memorial Lecture was held in collaboration

with the Council for Social Development (CSD). The CSD was established by

the Centre and undertakes various activities relating to issues of social

development. This year’s speaker was Prof. Randhir Singh, former Professor of

Political Science, University of Delhi. He spoke on ’Indian Politics in the Age

of Globalisation’.

The IIC Experience
The fifth IIC EXPERIENCE was held from 16th October to 22nd October,

attracting, as always, the interest of the members and of the public. This

week-long event was launched in 2004 to be held every year in October-

November. Since the Centre has always played an important role in the

promotion of the arts, the Festival reiterates and enhances our commitment to

this objective by presenting the classical art forms as well as contemporary

and international events by well known exponents and upcoming artists of

talent.

This year the IIC EXPERIENCE opened with ‘Atah Kim’, a choreographic

composition in Kathak presented by Kadamb of Ahmedabad under the direction

of Ms. Kumudini Lakhia.  The other performances included, ‘Heart Beats–

Innovations with the Alphorn’ a concert by Ms. Eliana Burki on the alphorn

and vocals; ‘Hindustani Classical Vocal–Morning Ragas’ by Pt. Ulhas Kashalkar;

‘Kalindi Katha,’ choreographic compositions in Bharatanatyam by Mrs. Rama

Vaidyanathan; ‘Rajasthani Folk Music’ by the Langâs and Mânganiyârs;
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‘Parno Graszt–Tracing Roots in India’, authentic gypsy village music from

Hungary presented by the Parno Graszt Band; ‘Alternating Perspectives: Three

Israeli Stories’, an encounter with Ms. Ruth Kanner and performers; and

‘Carnatic Classical Vocal’ by Ms. Bombay JayaMr.. The IIC EXPERIENCE

concluded with ‘Stay Yet Awhile: A Dialogue between Mahatma Gandhi and

Rabindranath Tagore’ presented by Prayog and designed and directed by Mr.

M.K. Raina.

The exhibitions held were: ‘Baburnama’, an exhibition of digitised prints from

the collection at the National Museum; ‘Carving Stories, Making Legends’,

woodcraft traditions and wood artistry of Nagaland and live demonstrations

by woodcarvers; and ‘A Musical Journey Through Rajasthan with Komal

Kothari (1929-2004)’, an exhibition from the collection of Sangeet Natak

Akademi and Rupayan Sansthan, Rajasthan Institute of Folklore, dedicated to

the memory of Komal Kothari, founder of the Institute.  Performances held as

part of the exhibition were: a recital by Surnaiya Langas, concerts by the

Langas and Manganiyars and a presentation of ‘Pabuji ki Parh’ which proved

to be very popular.

This year’s film festival, ‘You Are on Edge’ presented award-winning and

exciting comedies and thrillers from all over the world. It also included films

by directors, such as Fritz Lang, Alfred Hitchcock, Henri-Georges Clouzot, Billy

Wilder, Akira Kurosawa and Kundan Shah and a selection of well loved Ealing

Comedies from Britain.

Each evening of the week-long festival ended with a special dinner by

different chefs like Ms. Sadia Dehlvi, Mr. Vijay Thukral, Mr. Brij Nath Bhatt,

Mr. Dinesh Maharaj, Mrs. Bhicoo Manekshaw, Mr. Hariharan and Mrs. Chitra

Ghose.

IIC-Asia Project
The IIC-Asia Project programmes have been acknowledged as imaginative and

innovative ways of exploring the interconnectedness between countries of
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this region, especially in the domains of archaeology, art history, literature,

crafts, films, women’s issues, among others.

Last year the programme on ‘The Culture of Indigo: Exploring the Asian

Panorama–Aspects of Plant, Product and Power’ was widely acclaimed for

both the substance as also the methodology adopted. Hopefully, an illustrated

publication will be released next year.

In 2008 the IIC-Asia Project shifted its focus from a thematic multi-disciplinary

approach to investigating India’s relationship with countries of Central Asia.

An important seminar was organised to focus attention on ‘New Discoveries

about Buddhism in Western Central Asia’. On this occasion a special invitee

was Prof. Gerard Fussman, Professor of History of India and Greater India, and

President, College de France, Paris, who has devoted more than three decades

to the study of linguistics, archaeology and numismatics and has conducted

extensive field work in Central Asia, specially Afghanistan. There were two

other scholars from Central Asia—Prof. Omara Khan Masoodi, Director, Kabul

National Museum, Afghanistan, and Prof. Tuhtash Juraevich Annaev from

Termez State University. Prof. Annaev has been actively involved in

archaeological investigations, including joint Uzbek-French, Uzbek-Japanese

and Uzbek-German expeditions.

Prof. Fussman made a detailed presentation of the work that had been done

by French archaeologists in conjunction with archaeologists from Uzbekistan

and Afghanistan. He made a survey of the Buddhist monuments in the

ancient regions of Sogdiana and Bactria, identified with the present state of

Uzbekistan. In the seminar he gave a fascinating overview of the archaeological

work done in the north of the Oxus River (Amu Darya) including Afghanistan,

Uzbekistan and Tadjikistan. Prof. Annaev spoke on the significance of the

Buddhist monasteries of Termez. Prof. Masoodi drew attention to the fluctuating

fortunes of the Kabul Museum since its inception in 1991. In 1992 the

museum had nearly 100,000 objects dating from prehistory to the modern

period in its collection, but these were irretrievably damaged in the following

ten years as a result of military activity in Afghanistan. The reconstruction of

the museum started in 2002.
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Amongst the Indian archaeologists present at the seminar were Dr. B.R. Mani,

Dr. R.C. Agrawal, Dr. B.M. Pande and Prof. Himanshu Prabha Ray. This was

an occasion for the Indian scholars to interact meaningfully with scholars

from France, Uzbekistan and Afghanistan. Dr. B.R. Mani provided a survey of

the archaeological and conservation projects undertaken by the Archaeological

Survey of India in the recent past in Central Asia (Afghanistan, Uzbekistan,

Mongolia and Kyrgyzstan). Officers in the Ministry of External Affairs dealing

with the subject were also present at the seminar.

Prof. M.G.K. Menon, President IIC presided over the seminar. The chairperson

IIC-Asia Project hoped that with more initiatives of this type there would be a

greater emphasis by the Departments of Archaeology and other research

organisations in India on renewing their work in Central Asia. The Indian

Council for Cultural Relations facilitated the travel of the foreign scholars to

attend the seminar.

Prof. Fussman and Prof. Annaev took part in a workshop on ‘Remote Sensing

and Archaeology of Buddhist Monastic Sites’ at Sarnath and in an international

conference on ‘Kushan Glory and its Contemporary Challenges’ at Varanasi.

This was also an occasion for the two scholars to visit the Central Institute of

Higher Tibetan Studies in Sarnath, where they met with monks for the first

time in their lives.

A public lecture at the Centre by Prof. Fussman on ‘Buddhist Monuments in

the Kabul and Begram Areas, Afghanistan’ followed the seminar. Prof. Romila

Thapar, the eminent historian (who recently received the prestigious Klug

Prize Life Time Achievement Award in the Study of Humanity, instituted by

the US Library of Congress) presided. Prof. Fussman gave a meticulously

documented and illuminating account of the historiography of research in this

region. He underscored the fact that the archaeological evidence was clear

proof of the contribution of Buddhism in this area until the Arab conquest.

IIC-Asia Project carried forward its emphasis on Asia and Central Asia by

collaborating with the Jawaharlal Nehru University and others in the programmes
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of the 20th Conference of the International Association of Historians of Asia

(IAHA) held from November 14-17, 2008. The IAHA’s first meet was held in

Manila in 1960. Since then it has been meeting once in two years in different

parts of Asia. It has held meetings in Taiwan, Hong Kong, Malaysia, Thailand,

Singapore, Sri Lanka, Japan, Indonesia, Bangladesh and now, for the first time

in India.

The conference was inaugurated on 14 November at JNU, in which Dr. Kapila

Vatsyayan, Chairperson, IIC-Asia Project spoke on ‘Asian History: Nation State

or Interconnected Cultural System?’ The conference was divided into thirty

panel meetings. As an input into this international conference, IIC-Asia Project

hosted two panels in IIC: (1) Emergence of Knowledge Societies and Educational

History, and (2) Asian Diaspora and Labour Migrations. These themes are also

of direct interest to IIC’s emphasis on education and diaspora. The Director, IIC,

and the Chairperson took part in the discussions held at IIC. Prof. Deepak

Kumar of the Zakir Husain Centre for Educational Studies, JNU, was the

Convenor of this conference.

As was mentioned in last year’s annual report, the fourth festival of

documentary films by Asian women film makers, organised in collaboration

with the International Association of Women in Radio and Television (IAWRT),

was held on March 7-8, 2008 on the theme ‘Insights and Aspirations’. About

twenty-five films from five countries were screened, covering a range of

genres and styles. This year the women’s film festival was part of the IIC

programmes. An illustrated report of the four annual festivals (2005-08) is

being produced. The report brings together papers on the theme of women and

the media, and includes questionnaires sent to the film makers, as well as

colourful posters and stills of the films which were screened, to put together

this stimulating survey of the four documentary film festivals held at the IIC.

This will be one the three publications brought out by IIC-Asia Project as the

final product of the programmes held since 2005 under its aegis.

There are two more well-researched publications. One is an edited volume

entitled Speaking for Myself: An Anthology of Asian Women’s Writings. It is
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an exploration of women as expressed through the written word–poetry,

fiction, drama–from countries of the Asian continent as far-flung as Mongolia

to Macau, the Far East to the West, the South to the North, covering China,

Myanmar, Bangladesh, Vietnam, Cambodia, Afghanistan, India, Azerbaijan,

Lebanon, Iran, Iraq and others. The power of creativity of women from Asia

comes together within the confines of a single book. This collection opens

possibilities of creative dialogues across borders through literature. The volume

has been edited by Prof. Sukrita Paul Kumar and Prof. MalaMr. Lal of the

University of Delhi.

The second is based on the seminar-cum-workshop on ‘Sui-Dhaga: Crossing

Boundaries through Needle and Thread’, held in September 2005. This book

will include photographs of the colourful embroideries exhibited at the seminar—

like phulkaris, chikan, kanthas, suzanis—as well as those presented during

the sessions as also the embroideries from Uzbekistan, Pakistan, Afghanistan,

and others.

An important event has been the visit of Ambassador Olabiyi Babalola Joseph

Yai in September 2008. Mr. Yai, Chairman, UNESCO Executive Board, Paris

since 2007, was earlier Ambassador/Permanent Representative of Benin to

UNESCO. A distinguished academic, he is a specialist on African literature and

languages, literacy, oral poetry and the cultures of the African Diaspora. Mr.

Yai gave a public lecture at the India International Centre on September 4 on

the theme ‘Africa, African Diaspora and the Prospect of Global Cultural

Dialogue’. Mr. Nalin Surie, Secretary (West), Ministry of External Affairs, who

presided, brought home the very special nature of the African diaspora which

has contributed significantly to the cultures of Latin Americas, USA and

elsewhere.

Ambassador Yai’s presentation was interspersed with the thoughts of Mahatma

Gandhi and Rabindranath Tagore. He was familiar with the values as well as

the literature of Gandhi and Tagore, as also of the Upanishads.

Ambassador Yai pointed out that African cultures and the cultures of India

were convergent. “For millennia,” he said, “they have emphasized the oneness
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of existence, the harmony between gods, nature and human beings.” The

challenge today for these two cultures in the homelands and the Diasporas “is

on the basis of their convergence, to activate the core values and these

cultures are the first threads in the communal weaving of a new universalism.”

Ambassador Yai observed that the time had come for a “new cultural

Bandoeng that could trigger a vaster, deeper, and healthier cultural

dialogue…predicated on the assumption that all cultures, whatever the

vicissitudes of their respective histories and trajectories, always hold specific

treasures of humaneness.”

Ambassador Yai had made a special trip to Santiniketan because for him it

was in the nature of “a pilgrimage to the cradle of wisdom.”

The text of Ambassador Yai’s lecture is available on the IIC Website and has

also been brought out as an occasional paper.

Seminars/Talks/Discussions
After due consideration, the Centre identified some core areas of concern with

significant societal implications. These were:

(a) Education;

(b) Health and Healing Systems;

(c) Environment and Climate Change;

(d) Politics and Governance.

Education
A major initiative was taken in the field of education. The IIC organised a

Roundtable on World Class Universities. Mr. B.S Baswan, Director Indian

Institute of Public Administration initiated the discussion. The discussants

were Mr. Pawan Agrawal, Secretary, Department of Science and Technology

and Municipal Affairs, West Bengal, and Dr. Kiran Datar, Advisor, National

Knowledge Commission.  The half-day event was chaired by Dr. Kapila

Vatsyayan, M.P.

This meeting led to the formation of an informal group on Education chaired

by Prof. Shahid Mahdi, former Vice-Chancellor, Jamia Millia Islamia, which has

been looking at the governance structures of universities with special reference

to the new universities that have been set up, with a view to submitting

recommendations to the Government of India.  The Group also looked at other

Bills pertaining to Education being introduced in the Parliament, like the Right

to Education Bill and sent some preliminary recommendations to the

Parliamentary Standing Committee, Ministry of Human Resource Development.

Talks and discussions covered ‘Recognition Theory to Elucidate Interpersonal

and Cultural Interaction’ by Mr. Shiladitya Sengupta who has worked at

Harvard and Germany to develop a curriculum in comparative cultural studies;

‘Sexuality and Its Education’, by Prof. Sudhir Kakar; talk and discussion on

‘Challenges to Higher Education in South Africa’ by Prof. Russel Botman, Vice-

Chancellor of the University of Stellenbosch; and an informal meeting between

a group of educationists from the Netherlands  and distinguished educationists

from Delhi.

Health and Healing Systems
Health is one of the major concerns in the nation today. While very highly

sophisticated and expensive procedures are available on the one hand, there

are large segments of populations without any access to even basic health

services. Also, health care has become mainly confined to only one system of

medicine while the others are neglected or seen as antagonistic. The idea was

to bring together various healing systems like allopathy, homeopathy, ‘siddha’,

ayurveda, naturopathy and others in conversation with each other.

As part of the on-going series on COMPLEMENTARY MEDICINE, Dr. T.V. Sairam, an

ethno-botanist and author of several books on herbal remedies, music therapy

and alternative medicine, spoke on ‘Music Therapy’.

A new series on PREVENTION OF ILL HEALTH was started by the IIC in collaboration

with International Clinical Epidemiological Network (INCLEN). So far the talks

delivered have been on ‘Prevention of Strokes’ by Dr. P.K. Sethi, Neurologist,
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Sir Gangaram Hospital; and ‘Prevention of Kidney Disease: How to Avoid

Dialysis’ by Prof. Probir Roy-Chaudhury, University of Cincinnati. A discussion

on ‘How to Age Gracefully and Be Happy’ was also part of the health-focused

programmes.

Environment and Climate Change
Environment and climate change are complex issues. As we grope for answers

to dilemmas of development while trying to preserve the purity of the

environment, the Centre attempted to create awareness of the different issues

involved.

The Centre has been collaborating with an NGO, Toxics Link, for several years

to organise lectures on environment and related issues, both topical and

popular. The areas covered in the lectures were: ‘Bhopal–Tragedy Lingers On’;

‘Must the River Die?’; ‘Urban Sewage: A Dirty Reality’; ‘Bio-Fuel: An Alarm

Bell on Food Safety?’; ‘Gharial–On the Verge of Extinction‘; ‘Use Renewable

Energy. Make your House Energy Efficient’;     and ‘Preserve the Future’, films

from the UK Environment Film Fellowship on wildlife and environment.

On the initiative of the Centre and Toxics Link the third documentary film

festival, ‘Quotes from the Earth’, was held in December. The festival comprised

twenty films which addressed important environmental issues—from the

debate over global warming, to water issues currently faced by India, hunger

and food security, and the impact of the changing climate on life on earth. The

festival was inaugurated by Dr. R.K. Pachauri, Director-General, The Energy

Resources Institute (TERI) and a Trustee of the Centre.  It also included several

panel discussions some of which drew heated debate, particularly on the

issues of the transition from subsistence production to globalization; conflicting

questions of food safety versus food security; human progress, ethics and

ecology; loss of habitat and inadequate state assistance in rehabilitation;

failure of state and bureaucracy to support environmental causes, and others.

The festival drew a cross-section of members and non-members including

students, teachers, media persons, film critics and enthusiasts, activists and

environmentalists.
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The Albert Howard Memorial Lectures has been a special feature of the IIC–

Navdanya programmes for several years, which is followed by a special

organic food dinner. This year’s talk was delivered by Prince Charles, Prince

of Wales, via video. Another interesting programme was a discussion on ‘Non

Violence, Swadeshi, Self Reliance and Simplicity:  A Gandhian Response in

Times of the Economic Meltdown and Terrorism’ with a distinguished panel

comprising Mr. Satish Kumar, Editor, Resurgence Magazine; Ms. Ila Gandhi,

Chancellor of the Durban University of Technology and Chairperson of the

Gandhi Development Trust; and Mr. Peter Sellers, well-known Opera and

Theatre Director from the University of California, Los Angeles.

IIC facilitated a three-part discussion series entitled ‘Promises Fulfilled or

Promises Forgotten: The National Flagship Programmes on Health, Education

and Employment‘ organised by Oxfam. The subjects covered were ‘National

Rural Health Mission and The Right to Health’; ‘Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan’ and

‘The Right to Education’; and ‘National Rural Employment Guarantee Act and

The Right to Employment’. The series addressed itself to the Government of

India’s National Common Minimum Programme (2004), which has put forward

an ambitious plan to achieve universal access to Education, Health and

Employment. Four years later, the time had come to take stock of the lessons

from the ground in the delivery of this promise. In the added context of the

60th Anniversary of the Universal Declaration on Human Rights, experts and

policy makers reviewed the outcome and outlined the actions required to

realise Health, Education and Right to Work as a right for all.

A new series of talks/discussions in collaboration were initiated around the

theme of ‘The Road to India’s Food Security’. The first lecture was delivered

by Dr. M.S Swaminathan on ‘Shining India, Suffering India: Disparity in

India’s Growth’.  Under the series, the discussions covered ‘Farm Loan

Waiver’, ‘Genetic Diversity as the Mainstay for Food Security’, and ‘The

Present Food Crisis and India’. There was also a film on ‘Bt Cotton Adoption

in Vidarbha, Maharashtra’ and an exhibition of the rich species diversity of

traditional rice found in India. These programmes were arranged in collaboration

with Gene Campaign
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IIC and the Integrated Research and Action for Development (IRADe) held a

workshop on ‘Food Security’. The panelists were Dr. Kirit Parikh and Dr Abhijit

Sen, both Members, Planning Commission, Dr Mahendra Dev, Chairman,

Commission of Agricultural Cost Prices, Dr J. S. Samra, CEO, National Rainfed

Area Authority, and Dr Ashok Gulati, Director in Asia, International Food

Research Policy Institute. A discussion on ‘Financing Climate Action’ was

conducted by a distinguished panel comprising Mr. Nitin Desai; Dr Jyoti

Parekh, Executive Director, IRADe; and Mr. Shekhar Dasgupta, Distinguished

Fellow, The Energy Resource Institute.

On the Occasion of World Environment Day 2008, IIC in collaboration with the

Indian Council for Human Relations organised a discussion on ‘Mr.nking

Wilderness: Grounds for Conflict’ and a film screening of ‘The Good Shepherd’

produced by the Films Division, Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, and

directed by Mr. Satyen Wanchoo.

Talks held were on ‘The Challenge of Sustainable Great Ape Ecotourism’ by

Mr. Praveen Moman of Volcanoes Safari; ‘The Lions of India’ by Mr. Divyabhanu

Sinh; and ‘‘‘‘‘Global Technology and Unequal Development: The Case of

Genetically Modified Crops’ by Prof. Sakiko Fukuda-Parr, Professor of

International Affairs, The New School University, New York. A film on ‘Saving

the Ganga’ by the Pani Morcha Ganga Maha Sabha was shown and a

discussion on ‘Industrialization for the People, of the People’ was also held.

Politics and Governance
A contribution by Mr. B.G. Deshmukh enabled the IIC to start a lecture series

on Governance. The first lecture had been delivered by Justice M. N.

Venkatachaliah in 2006. The second was by Dr Bimal Jalan, MP on ‘Politics

and Governance’ in 2007. This year Mr. Jagmohan spoke on ‘Reforming

Indian Governance’.

To mark the 90th birthday of Mr. Nelson Mandela, the IIC in collaboration with

the Working Group on Alternative Strategies (WGAS), Gandhi Peace Foundation

and Gandhi Smriti and Darshan Samiti organised an exhibition and discussion
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’Celebration of the Triumph of the Human Spirit: The Life and Mission of

Nelson Mandela’. The speakers were: Dr Kapila Vatsyayan, MP; Mr. Anand

Sharma, Minister of State, Ministry of External Affairs; Mr. Francis Moloi, High

Commissioner of South Africa; and Prof. H.C. Narang, former Professor, JNU.

The participants included children from fourteen schools of the Delhi National

Capital Region. Prof. M.G.K. Menon, President IIC, chaired the programme. This

is part of the ‘Taking Children to Gandhi’ programme–a series of interactive

events to bring children closer to the enduring legacy of Gandhi’s non-violent

struggle for equity and justice. Another programme organised in collaboration

with WGAS was the ‘Celebration of the Power of Non-Violent Action and the

Life of Rev. Dr Martin Luther King, Jr.’ held to mark his 80th birth anniversary.

A discussion was held on ‘Internal Security and Civil Liberties’, chaired by Mr.

B.G. Verghese. The main presentation was by Mr. Soli J. Sorabjee while the

discussant was Prof. Ashis Nandy. Another discussion, ‘Citizens for Police

Reform: A Basis for National Security and Good Governance’, had presentations

by Justice J. S. Verma, Mr. Ved Marwah, Mr. B.G. Verghese and Mr. Soli

Sorabjee. Both programmes were in collaboration with Commonwealth Human

Rights Initiative (CHRI). During the visit of the distinguished philosopher, Prof.

Charles Taylor, the Centre held discussions on ‘Democracy, Violence and Voice’

and ‘Religion, Secularism and Democracy’.

Discussions were organised on the following subjects: ‘Resource Convergence

Mantra Model’, based on a book of the same title by Ms. Aruna Sharma;

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International Affairs
International Affairs continues to remain an important area for talks and

discussions. The Tagore Festival entitled ‘Tagore in the 21st Century’ was an

initiative of the Indo-Bangladesh Dialogue which began in 2005 between the

IIC and the Centre for Policy Dialogue in Dhaka. The idea behind the festival

was that the two Bengals would present the multifaceted genius of

Rabindranath Tagore to the audiences of Delhi. This was enriched by voices

from France, Italy, the Hispanic world and Hungary with the help of the

concerned embassies.

The IIC‘s co-sponsor in Bangladesh was Shadhona, Dhaka-based Centre for

the Advancement of South Asian Dance and Music. This festival was an

attempt to revive the spirit of Tagore by highlighting the inclusiveness of his

vision and the versatility of his creative genius.  Through music, dance,

dramatic performances, cinema, readings, a seminar and academic discussions,

this event tried to demonstrate the continued relevance of Tagore in the 21st

century. Singers, dancers and musicians from Bangladesh and India presented

the following programmes ‘Interpretations of Rabindra Sangeet in Odissi and

Kathak’; ‘Nahi Debi, Nahi Sammanya Nari’ based on Chitrangada; the dance

drama, ‘Chandalika’; and concerts by Ms. Alpona Roy, Ms. Indira Banerjee,

Ms. Laisa Ahmed Lisa, Ms. Iffat Ara Dewan, Ms. Aditi Mohsin, Mr.  Bulbul

Islam, Mrs Reba Som and Ms. Rezwana Chowhury. Digitised prints of Tagore’s

paintings from the National Gallery of Modern Art Collection were also

exhibited.

A new series, the EUNIC lecture series, being organised with the European

Union National Institutes of Culture India (EUNIC) has been focusing on

themes of intercultural dialogue, either by European or Indian experts,

underlining common themes in the history of both the continents. The first

lecture was ‘Body of Knowledge–European Experience and the Indian Imaginary

in the 21st Century’ by Prof. Rosa Perez and Prof. Rukmini Bhaya Nair. It was

organised by Instituto Camões, Portugal.  ‘East and West, The Twain Shall

Meet’ by Sir Mark Tully was organised by the British Council; and ‘New

Research: Bamiyan to Nako to Tabo’ by Prof. Deborah Klimburg-Salter was

organised by the Austrian Cultural Forum.
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IIC is also a partner in ‘Celebrating 60 Years of Indo-Swiss Friendship Treaty:

1948-2008’. Organised by the Embassy of Switzerland, a very unusual

documentary was presented, focusing on travels in the orient by the Baron of

Aubonne. ‘Melodies of Orient’ was an innovative fusion of instrumental

melodies from India, the Middle East, Near East and Eastern Europe, brought

by Mystique. Other programmes were a seminar on ‘Psyche and Image: Jung

and India–Dialogues between Depth Psychology and the Indian Psyche’ and

a talk on ‘The Yogini Temples of India: In Pursuit of a Mystery’ by Ms. Stella

Dupius, and Dr Anamika Roy. As part of this programme, there was an

exhibition: ‘Yogini Sculptures’, consisting of drawings by Mr. Edmundo Moure,

a Swiss-Colombian artist.

In collaboration with International Institute for Democracy and Electoral

Assistance (IDEA), Sweden, a discussion on ’Challenges to Democracy Building

in Africa/Middle East and Latin America’ was held.  The speakers, both from

International IDEA, were Dr Abdalla Hamdok, Director for Africa and Middle

East, with expertise in addressing governance challenges in Africa at the

national, sub-regional and continent-wide levels; and Dr Daniel Zovatto,

Regional Director for Latin America and the Caribbean.

A seminar was also organised in collaboration with the Association of Indian

Diplomats on ‘India and the Gulf’, which was inaugurated by Mr. Hamid

Ansari, Vice-President of India.  A book of the same name, based on the papers

presented has since been published by Konark Press.

A seminar, ‘The Recent Events in Tibet: Implications for India’ was held.

Kamal Dahal Prachanda, Prime Minister of Nepal, spoke at the IIC. Chaired by

Prof. M. G. K. Menon, this very well attended lecture brought to the Indian

public the future agenda of Nepal’s newly elected, democratic government.

A seminar was organised with the Antar Rashtriya Sahayog Parishad, Bharat

on ‘Changed Nepal: Concerns and Challenges for India’, which was inaugurated

by Lt. Gen (Retd.) S.K. Sinha, former Ambassador to Nepal.  Other programmes

on Nepal were a talk by Mr. Deb Mukharji on ‘Nepal—On the Cusp of History’

and two discussions on ‘The New Nepal’ and ‘India and Nepal: Towards a New

Partnership’.

The Indic Studies Project, Centre for the Study of Developing Societies, Nehru

Memorial Museum and Library, with the support of the Howard Gilman

Foundation and the IIC held the Delhi Dialogues between US, South Asia and

Iran in December on ‘Towards Peace, Stability and Equitable Relations’.  High-

level delegates from all these countries participated.

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Security
The progressively deteriorating security environment and the rise of the

culture of violence was a cause of concern. The IIC held several seminars and

discussions to articulate the issues involved both nationally and internationally.

A seminar was held on ‘Lessons from the Gurgaon School Shoot-out—Call for

Redrafting India’s Gun Legislation’ in collaboration with the Control Arms

Foundation of India.

A Study Group, convened by Cmde C. Uday Bhaskar organised several closed

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from the National Capital Region participated and lively discussions followed

Societal Issues
The IIC and the Council for Social Development (CSD) have agreed to co-

sponsor seminars based on the research that CSD is presently engaged in. A

national seminar on ‘Human Rights and the Marginalised: Towards a New

Agenda’ was organised in November. The seminar addressed issues such as

human rights of Dalits, Adivasis, the Minorities, unorganised labour and

women in the age of market economy; the interaction of a liberalised economy

with state and social movements; and the relationship of developmental

politics and social change. In February 2009 it is proposed to have an

international seminar on the occasion of the centenary of Hind Swaraj to

reflect upon fundamental issues of social transformation in our age. Hind

Swaraj (1909) is a unique text of M. K. Gandhi which raises challenging

questions on human civilization and on social transformation through a

critique of the West and through a colonial process of change.

A symposium on ‘Social Value System: The Role of Women in the Context of

Religion’ was inaugurated by Dr. Kapila Vatsyayan, MP and the keynote
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address was delivered by Ms. Seema Mustafa, journalist. The seminar was in

collaboration with The Iran Culture House.

To celebrate the 100th birthday of Prof. Claude Lévi-Strauss, the Embassy of

France, Indo-French Alumni Network (IFAN), Centre des Sciences Humaines

and IIC took the opportunity to organise a two-day seminar, ‘My Favourite

Levi-Strauss’. For more than five decades, Prof. Lévi-Strauss has influenced

professional anthropologists and, indeed, scholars in all the social sciences

through his wide ranging researches, made all the more remarkable by his

novel explication of structuralism. Coordinated by Prof. Dipankar Gupta of

JNU, the seminar was inaugurated by the distinguished Sociologist,

Prof. Andre Beteille.

The following talks were held: ‘Celebrity Diplomacy’ by Prof. Andrew F.

Cooper, ‘Linguistic Population Prehistory of the Himalayas: Interpretations of

Emergent Genetic Data’ by Dr. George van Driem, and the Rosalind Wilson

Srikrishna. Discussions held included: ‘The Commercialization of Cricket–A

Two-Edged Sword?’ which was in the form of conversation between Dr.

Ramachandra Guha and Dr. Mukul Kesavan;  ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘War is a Crime Against

Humanity: The Story of War Resisters’ International’, a discussion based

around the book of the same title by Dr. Devi Prasad; and ‘Weed–We are

Kashmir’s Weeds. Wild, Unwanted Children’ which was a discussion around

a book by Ms. Paro Anand.

‘Engendering the New: Women as Change Agents’ was an exhibition organised

with the Women’s Feature Service that documented women from various parts

of the country making a difference: women battling social prejudices in the

Manipur valley; fighting for better working conditions in the salt pans of

Kutch; eking out livelihoods vending fish in Srinagar; broadcasting nutrition

tips to slum women in Chennai; operating computers in Andhra’s tribal areas;

or helping as sarpanches to build toilets for villagers in West Bengal. Inaugurated

by Dr. Syeda Hameed, Member, Planning Commission it was followed by a

discussion on ‘Women as Agents of Change’.
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A half-day discussion on ‘Alternatives to Achieve the Objectives of Women’s

Reservation Bill’ was organised jointly with Streebal. The speaker was Mrs.

Rami Chhabra and expert comments were given by Dr. E.M.S. Natchiappan,

Chairman, Parliament Standing Committee examining Women’s Reservation

Bill.

Media
On the occasion of the Chameli Devi Jain Award 2008, which the Centre

annually organises with the Media Foundation, a panel discussion was held

on ‘Media, Freedom and Democracy in South Asia’ with the following panelists:

Mr. Waqar Mustafa, Editor, Aaj TV, Lahore and Newsline; Mr. Matiur Rahman,

Editor, Prathom Alo, Dhaka; and Ms. Sunanda Deshapriya, Media Analyst,

Centre for Policy Alternatives, Colombo.

Shekhar Gupta, Editor-in-Chief, The Indian Express.

To Mark the Anniversary of Prasar Bharati Act, a seminar on: ‘Which Public?

What Service? Who is Broadcasting? To Whom? The Farce of Public Service

Broadcasting in India’ was held in association with Jan Prasar.

Another programme organised jointly with Jan Prasar was the ‘Commemoration

of Public Service Broadcasting Day (November 12).  On this day in 1947,

Gandhiji made his only live broadcast on All India Radio to refugees at the

Kurukshetra Camp from Broadcasting House, New Delhi. The 61st Anniversary

Commemoration Service     included reading from Gandhiji’s broadcast and

presentation of songs by choirs from different schools of Delhi.  It recalled the

Quit India movement together with Usha Mehta’s tryst with freedom and the

Underground Radio Transmitter in Bombay. Usha Mehta was arrested on

November 12, 1942 and the Radio Transmitter confiscated.

Mr. Om Gupta, Dean and Professor of Mass Communication, Jagannath

International Management School spoke on ‘Who Will Bell Media’s Cat?’  and

a discussion on ‘The Terrorist and the Citizen: How Television transforms

Political Life’, based on the aftermath of 26/11 was also held.
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History and Archaeology
Some of the initiatives of the period under review were three series of lectures/

discussions in the area of history, archaeology and studies on India. FRONTIERS

OF HISTORY is a new series of lectures/discussions conceptualised and coordinated

by Dr. Partho Datta, Fellow, Nehru Memorial Museum and Library. It addresses

some of the most debated and researched events in Indian history like 1857,

the Indian freedom struggle, Partition and explores societal issues like caste,

family, gender, environment, medicine and history of the arts. The series is

intended to explore histories outside the conventional archives, also

incorporating oral accounts and ethnography.

‘‘‘‘‘Hindu Water,’ ‘Muslim Water’: Syncretism, Commensality and Community in

the late 19th Century and Early 20th Century Punjab’ was an inaugural

lecture by Prof. Anil Sethi. Some of the other lectures were ‘Partisans of Allah:

Jihad on the Frontier’ by Prof. Ayesha Jalal; ‘Islam and Healing: Loss and

Recovery of an Indo-Muslim Medical Tradition, 1600-1900’     by     Prof. Seema

Alavi; ‘Debating the Nehru Legacy: Flood Control and the Making of Modern

India’ by Prof. Rohan D’Souza; ‘A National Flag for India-Rituals, Nationalism

and the Politics of Sentiment’ by Dr. Arundhati Virmani; ‘The Magic of

Prithviraj, Padmini and Pratap in the Vernacular Imaginaire: Revisiting the

Conjuncture of Colonialism, Orientalism and Nationalism’ by Prof. Shail

Mayaram; ‘The 1940s in India: A New Interpretation’ by Prof. Indivar Kamtekar;

‘New Mansions for Music’ by Prof. Lakshmi Subramanian; and ‘Self ‘Sovereignty

and Swaraj: Gandhi between Past and Future’ by Dr. Ananya Vajpeyi. These

aroused considerable interest.

The IIC and the American Institute of Indian Studies (AIIS) have commenced

a monthly series of talks by scholars engaged in research on India.  Under this

series the following topics were covered: ‘Ghaznavids Between Iran and India:

Institutional and Cultural Aspects of India’s first Sultanate’ by Mr. George

Malagaris from the Dept. of History, Columbia University and AIIS Junior

Research Fellow; and ‘The Making of a Mother Tongue: Rethinking Histories

of Language and Ethnicity in Southern India’     by     Dr. Lisa Mitchell, Assistant
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Professor, Department of South Asia Studies, University of Pennsylvania.  The

lectures will continue through 2009.

Place in the Ancient Rome-India Contacts’ by Dr. S. Suresh; ‘War minus the

Shooting: Sport and Democracy in Classical Athens’ by Dr. David Pritchard;

‘The Legacy of a Princely State: Mysore under the Wodeyars (1399-1947)’ by

Mr. Vikram Sampath; and ‘Reading Inscriptions: Observations on Medieval

Society in South India’ by  Prof. Noburu Karashima, distinguished Japanese

historian.  Discussions on ‘Delhi, World Heritage City: Shahjahanabad, the

Imperial Mughal City’; ‘Commitment to Historic Delhi: 1857 Sites of Delhi’; and

‘Writing History in the Soviet Union: Making the Past Work’ were also held.

Literature and Popular Culture
The IIC was very privileged to present the South African Nobel Laureate writer,

Ms. Nadine Gordimer to a packed audience. She read excerpts from her recent

book, Beethoven was One-sixteenth Black, followed by a lively question/

answer session.

An international conference on ‘Contemporary Indian Writing in English:

Assimilation and Denial’, was held in collaboration with IGNOU, Federation of

Indian Publishers and Penguin, India. Prof. Charles Larsen, American University,
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USA delivered the keynote address and the inaugural address was by

Dr. Kapila Vatsyayan, MP. The two-day conference focused on the growing

importance of Indian writing in English and the need to map the diversity of

aesthetic approaches, representational modes, ideologies and cultural politics

as also to assess the achievement and position of authors. The conference also

explored non-fictional writing and discussed the role of commercial publishing

in bringing new writers to the forefront. A special roundtable on Kamala

Markandaya was held, together with an evening of poetry.

Lectures were delivered on a range of subjects of cultural interest like ‘Shiva’s

Blue Throat: A Personal Vision of the Artist’s Role’ by Mr. Kiran Nagarkar;

‘Two Sides or One? Poetry as a Guide to Truth’, by Dr. William Radice;  ‘Faith’

by Ms. Sharon Salzberg; ‘The Courtesan’s Keeper: Kshemendra’s  Samaya

Matrika and The Secular Face of Sanskrit in Kashmir’ by Mr. A.N.D. Haksar;

‘Through Sacred China to Xanadu’ by Mr. Ravi Bhoothalingam;  ‘Journey to

the Ends of the World–North Pole and South Pole’ by Cmde Satyabrata Dam;

‘Dreams and Beyond: Finding Your Way in the Dark’ by Mrs. Madhu Tandan;

‘Isaiah Berlin’s Vision of Pluralism and the Dialogue of Cultures’ by Dr. Ramin

Jahanbegloo; and  ‘Is there Any Truth in Art?’ by Prof. Gianni Vattimo.

The IIC and Indian Society of Authors have begun a monthly series, THE POEMS

THAT I LIKE.  It brings together poets, writers, painters, public personalities and

others to share their favourite poems. The first programme was by Mr. Ashok

Vajpeyi, Hindi poet and presently Chairperson, Lalit Kala Akademi.

Discussions were held on ‘India’s Popular Culture: Iconic Spaces and Fluid

Images’, ‘Auroville and The Ideal of Human Unity’, and ‘Intercivilizational

Dialogue on Peace: Martin Buber and Basant Kumar Mallik’. A popular

programme was ‘Clearing a Space: Conversations about India, Literature and

Modernity’, in which the well-known writer, Mr. Amit Chaudhuri was in

conversation with Dr. Pratap Bhanu Mehta. Readings were by Ms. Kwai Yun

Li, a Kolkata-born Chinese writer who read from her book, The Palm Leaf Fan:

and from Tales of Two Cities–Delhi and Karachi, based on the personal

accounts of the two eminent journalists, Mr. Kuldip Nayyar and Mr. Asif

Noorani.

The PUTTING IDEAS FIRST series of the IIC–Craft Revival Trust continued this year

too. ‘Some Traditional Water Bodies of Delhi’, by Mr. Sohail Hashmi, ‘Portuguese

Textiles: The Cultural Matrix’ by Dr. Lotika Varadarajan, art historian, and

‘Love’s Labour Lost? The Commoditisation of Dowry Embroidery in Western

India’ by Dr. Eiluned Edwards were a few of the lectures delivered.

There was a stimulating workshop for children on storytelling called ‘Telling

Tales’ conducted by Ms. Deepa Aggarwal who introduced the art of storytelling.

Stories were told through dance by Ms. Aditi Rao, through dramatic narration

by Ms. Ruma Ghosh, and through puppetry by Ms. Anurupa Roy. In the same

genre there was an audio-visual enactment by the duo, Mr. Kishore and

Ms. Kumkum Majumdar, on the famous Bengali actress Binodindi Dasi,

simply titled ‘Binodini’. In October, on the occasion of Gandhi Jayanti, there

were many presentations on the life of Gandhiji, titled ‘Remembering Gandhi’

performed by schoolchildren of various age-groups from different schools of

Delhi.

For the third consecutive year, IIC hosted a fascinating carnival of experimental

electronic creations, putting together an outstanding bouquet of cutting-edge

music performances, exhibitions, as well as screenings of a collection of

creative video works. This festival, titled ‘e-Creativity and Change-agents

Conclave’ was organised in collaboration with The Academy of Electronic

Arts.

The Spiritual Spaces
It has been felt by many that in spite of the immense gains in the material

world, there is still a yearning for something more that is not of the physical,

mental or the intellectual. It can, perhaps, be called the seeking of the spirit,

for the articulation of which a space was provided by the IIC.

As always it was a pleasure to host the Tibet House Padmapani Lecture

delivered by Dr. A. T Ariyaratne on 29 December. The Padmapani Lectures are

delivered by leading scholars from around the world who have made
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outstanding contributions to Buddhist and Tibetan studies. Padmapani being

the name for Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara, the name of the series evokes the

idea of universal compassion. Dr. Ariyaratne is the founder of the Sarvodaya

Shramadana movement in Sri Lanka. He has won the Gandhi Peace Prize, the

Niwano Peace Prize, the King Beaudoin Award and many other international

honours for his work in peace making and village development. A not easy

task in strife torn Sri Lanka, he has transformed the lives of people in over

11,000 villages.

The IIC and The Attic commenced a new series, THE DIALOGUES OF FAITH in

January 2008, highlighting the syncretic nature of India’s religious and

musical traditions. Two programmes have already been held. The first was

‘Songs of Connectivity as the Imagined Histories of the Sacred Word‘ by

Dr. Madan Gopal Singh; the second lecture was ‘The Buddha, Dharma and

Sangha: The Three Jewels of Buddhist Thought’ by the Ven. Khandro Rinpoche.

A talk on ‘Guru, Granth and Panth–An Approach to Sikhism’ was delivered by

Prof. J.P.S. Uberoi, Professor of Sociology (Retd.), Delhi School of Economics,

University of Delhi. Other talks were ’St. Thomas, St. Francis and Mother

Teresa–2000 Years of Christianity in India’ by The Reverend Valsan Thampu,

Principal, St. Stephens College, University of Delhi; ‘Zoroastrianism: Tradition

and Transmission’ by Dr. Shernaz Cama, Honorary Director, Parzor Project on

the Preservation and Promotion of Parsi Zoroastrian Culture & Heritage;

‘Relevance of Judaism in the 21st Century’ by Rabbi Ezekiel Isaac Malekar,

Priest and Honorary Secretary, Judah Hyam Synagogue, Delhi; ‘Hinduism: The

Diverse Forms of Worship’ by Dr. Bharat Gupt, Associate Professor, College of

Vocational Studies, University of Delhi; ‘Islam, the Quran and Western Muslims’

by     Prof. Tariq Ramadan who has taught Religion and Philosophy at the

University of Fribourg and the College de Saussure, Geneva, Switzerland;

’Islam in India’ by Prof. Mushirul Hasan, Vice Chancellor, Jamia Millia Islamia;

‘Dharma, Karma and Moksha–Jainism the Living Traditions’ by     Dr. J.B. Shah,

Director, L.D. Institute of Indology, Ahmedabad and Research Director,

Shardaben Chimanbhai Educational Research Centre; and ‘Secularism, Atheism

and Agnosticism’ by Mr. Mani Shankar Aiyar.
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The Centre has been working with the Foundation for Universal Responsibility

of H.H. The Dalai Lama for some time. The ongoing series are THE CULTURE OF

BREATH and YOGIS-THE MYSTIC MASTERS. Under the first series two lecture were held

by Swami Gambhiranand of the Shiv Darshan Yoga Vidyalaya, Satyanand

Ashram on ‘Pranayama and its Practice’ and ‘Talk and Practice on Chakra

Meditation’. The other talks were on  ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘The Space of Breath in the Kashmiri

Shaivagamas’ by Dr. Bettina Bäumer, well-known Indologist from Austria;

and ‘Sandhyavandhanam: Meditation on the Sun’ by S. Sreedharan, Managing

Trustee of Krishnamacharya Yoga Mandiram and one of the foremost disciples

of Mr. T.K.V. Desikachar.

In the series, YOGIS-THE MYSTIC MASTERS lectures, films and concerts were held to

emphasize the work and lives of these saints such as, Lad Ded of Kashmir,

Sant Tukaram, Sri Ramanna Maharshi, the Mystic Masters of Tibet, Tiru-

gnana-sambandar and Sri Aurobindo. In addition two programmes were held:

a half-day programme on ‘Tara’ with a superb exhibition of paintings on the

Twenty-one Taras, and ‘The Joy of Living’ by Ven. Mingyur Rinpoche.

Seminars were held on ‘The Challenge of Changing Values in Indian Culture’

(collaboration with INTACH and the Naqshband Educational Trust for Indian

Culture) and ‘Arts and Culture for Indian Resurgence’ (collaboration with

Kalaikoodam).

IIC and the World Ahimsa Campaign organised an event entitled ‘A Future for

Ahimsa’ to mark the death anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi. Presentations

were made by Ms. Nandita Das, Dr. Krishna Kumar, and Dr. Dilip Simeon. The

event was chaired by Father Gispert Sauch. A concert of Nirgun Bhajans by

Ms. Sawani Mudgal concluded the programme.

Performing and Visual Arts
Characteristically, throughout last year IIC featured a number of cultural

activities, particularly in the areas of dance and music—both Indian and

Western—the tone being traditional, experimental, innovative, as well as

challenging and inspirational to the varied audience. The IIC focuses on
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providing a platform to young talented artists. Many who have attained great

heights had their debut performance at the IIC.  At the same time senior artists

and gurus also perform at the Centre, reminding us of what can be accomplished

through dedication and hard work.

Dance
Early in February the noted danseuse Kiran Segal presented a novel Odissi

performance along with other artists from the Pallavi Odissi Nritya Sangeet

Vidyalaya on the theme of ‘Early Choreographic Compositions of Guru

Mayadhar Raut’, in memory of eminent scholar and former Orissa Sangeet

Natak Akademi president Dhirendra Nath Patnaik. There were over twenty

classical solo dance recitals in this period covering a number of classical forms

like Odissi, Bharatanatyam, Kathak, Kuchipudi and Mohiniattam solo recitals.

In keeping with the IIC norm, the performers were young, upcoming and

promising artists from Delhi, as well as from the rest of India. Duets of

Bharatanatyam and Kathak were also presented by male dancers. These

programmes were well appreciated as such dance recitals are rarely seen. The

well-known guru of Bharatanatyam, Kanaka Srinivasan, choreographed and

presented a solo recital of Bharatanatyam based on ‘Somanathan’s Raaginis’.

Another very unusual dance performance and lecture demonstration offered to

the IIC was the ‘Martial Arts of Bengal’, which highlighted the now forgotten

traditional and folk skills of self-defence through dance and music.

As an annual feature, the World Dance Day, in collaboration with Natya

Vriksha, was marked by a two-day festival comprising an interface with Mr.

Avinash Pasricha, master lensman of Indian dance, a Bharatanatyam recital

by Mrs. Geeta Chandran, well-known Delhi based dancer, and a Kathak recital

by the noted senior Kathak dancer, Ms. Saswati Sen.

Music
Music is another major field in which the IIC has presented wide-ranging

programmes in the classical and light classical genres of both the Hindustani
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and Carnatic styles. The effort was to explore both the theoretical and

performing aspects.

‘Dhrupad, Khayal, Thumri–The Secularism of Hindustani Classical Music’,

was a lecture-cum-performance by Mr. Amit Mukherjee, former Executive

Director, ITC Sangeet Research Academy, Kolkata. This was followed by a

musical introduction to Dhrupad by Ustad F. Wasifuddin Dagar. Apart from

vocal recitals, there were instrumental recitals by many capable young artists.

Perhaps the most riveting was a Santoor recital by Ms. Shruti Adhikari the

only female practitioner of this unusual instrument. IIC and organisations like

the Dagar Brothers Memorial Trust, Anjali Arts, K.L. Saigal Memorial Trust,

Delhi Music Circle and Gayathri Fine Arts held several concerts throughout last

year. A two-day festival of music and dance presenting Ms. Vidya Deshpande

(Kathak), Ms. Subhra Guha (vocal), Mr. Shashank Maktedar (vocal) and a

duet by Mr. Tejen Majumdar (sarod) and Mr. Kushal Das (sitar) was organised

by IIC and Delhi Music Circle.

The past year was marked by quite a few commemorative programmes

dedicated to musical luminaries. There was a concert in the memory of Ustad

Nasir Faiyazuddin Dagar; a programme in the memory of Bapu Shankar Rao

Shinde Apegaonkar; a tribute to Malka Pukhraj; homage to Papanasam Sivan;

twelfth Barsi of Pandit Amarnath; the hundred and fourth Birth Anniversary

of K.L. Saigal; in memory of Ustad N. Zahiruddin Dagar; the fortieth Sabrang

Utsav’s two-day celebration dedicated to the memory of Quratulain Hyder;

and a very emotive programme in the memory of late Mrs. Shanti Sharma

organised by Delhi Music Circle.

In all these classical renditions, there was a fine balance maintained between

the selection of Hindustani and Carnatic music in both vocal and instrumental

recitals. The instruments played were as diverse as the sitar, sarod, guitar,

santoor and rudra veena. Vocal recitals, apart from the purely classical, ranged

from programmes on Dhrupad, Khayal, Thumri, Geet and Ghazal. There were

also programmes of popular music, for instance songs related to the famous

actress Meena Kumari, as well as an illustrated lecture by Mr. Pran Nevile
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titled ‘Melodies of Calcutta’, on the genius of R.C. Boral, founding father of

Indian film music. In addition to these there were concerts that explored

linkages between the folk and the classical like the ‘Rhythmic Journey’ by the

musicians from Madhya Pradesh. A lively evening of Konkani music was

organised by artists of SwaraMr., Goa bringing the folk flavour to the Centre.

Then there were lecture-demonstrations that dwelt on the concept of ‘Time

and Season’ in Hindustani Ragas,  presented through a violin recital by Mrs.

Vijay Bazaz, with vocal support by Ms. Utpola Borah, and a sitar recital by Ms.

Deepika Chopra. The entire programme was interspersed with informative

narration.

Another highlight of this year was the first ever-collaborative programme with

Doordarshan, with a simultaneous live telecast on their channel. So far there

have been two concerts, one on ‘Different Variations of Raga Malhar in

Hindustani Music’—a lecture demonstration by Pt. Ramashray Jha—and the

other, a Carnatic vocal recital by Ms. Salem Gayathri Ganesan. Needless to

say, these two concerts ran to full houses, attended by every discerning

member of the Delhi audience.

Impresario India, a regular collaborator with the IIC, produced three programmes,

each with its own distinct flavour. There was a two-day programme on the

music of Assam, entitled ‘Festival of Arts from the Banks of the Brahmaputra’.

The second, ‘An Evening with Soumitra Chattopadhyay’ showcased excellent

recitations and discussions by this legendary Bengali actor. The third programme

was on ‘Kali Kirtan: An Ancient Tradition of Devotional Songs of Bengal in

Praise of Goddess Kali’.

The IIC also collaborated with embassies and international organisations. A

long-time associate, the Hungarian Information and Cultural Centre, held a

‘Hungarian Renaissance Music Concert’, with viola da gamba, cello, baroque

violin, lute and harpsichord.

The Neemrana Foundation co-sponsored an ‘Evening of Schubert: Lieder and

Piano Pieces’ with vocals rendered by Mr. Reuben Israel and Ms. Nitya

Urbanna Vaz, and piano recitals by Ms. Svetlana Radashkevich and Mr. Henry
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Chu. Bharatiya Sangeet Sadan and ICCR presented a lively Brazilian Lambada

Zouk dance performed by Brazilian artists. ‘An Evening of Sacred and Profane—

Western Classical Music from Baroque to Contemporary’ was presented by the

vocalist from Sweden, Jonas Olsson, and Indian pianist Ms. Neecia Majolly. In

collaboration with the Embassy of Spain and Instituto Cervantes de Nueva

Delhi, there was a special concert on Flamenco Jazz Music performed by well-

known Spanish musicians on the piano and the guitar.

A seminar on ‘Indian Art and Music: A Critical Survey of Alain Danielou’s

Contribution’ was organised by the Alain Danielou India Committee and the

Indian Music Society. This seminar commemorated the outstanding work of

this distinguished Indologist. IIC also had the opportunity of collaborating with

the Italian Cultural Institute, the Alain Danielou Foundation, and Delhi Music

Society in organising a most fascinating musical concert, ‘Tagore’s Song of

Love and Destiny’, with Ms. Francesca Cassio rendering the occidental

transcribed version, accompanied on the piano by Mr. Ugo Bonessi. Mrs. Reba

Som introduced and presented Tagore’s songs in Bengali. The programme

brought rapturous applause.

There were also two excellent piano recitals, one by Mr. Mathieu Gaudet from

Canada, supported by the Canadian High Commission, and the other by an

Indian artist, Ms. Seenu Singh, based in Belgium. From Italy there was a guitar

recital by Mr. Alessio Nebiolo. IIC witnessed a unique evening of harp recital

by Ms. Gweneth Wentink, a well-known artist from the Netherlands. Not only

did she give a superb recital, but also held an excellent lecture-demonstration

of this ancient and difficult instrument, answering several audience queries at

the end. Another very exciting evening of gospel music, ballads and jazz

unfolded, with Ms. Sonam Kalra rendering each genre of music with real

vigour and verve. Calls for encores were repeatedly raised as the show ended.

The beginning of the year saw a piano recital by Mr. Arunesh Nadgir who

lives in the US and a lively concert with horn, piano and violin by artistes

from Japan.

A very typical feature of IIC is its Jazz-centric programmes. And this year, too,

there were numerous jazz-oriented programmes. An event entitled ‘Jazz at IIC’
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comprising an illustrated lecture by Mr. Soli J. Sorabjee and Mr. Ratan Sehgal,

and an intensive two-day ‘Jazz Alive: Workshop’ conducted by the Yuri

Honing Trio from the Netherlands, were some of the outstanding programmes

linked with jazz.

Exhibitions
Exhibitions this year brought together diverse styles and forms both formal

and experimental. The year commenced with a unique and rarely seen story

telling tradition, ‘Travelling Tales–The Kavaad Tradition from Rajasthan’

which had a variety of portable Mr.nes used as sacred pictorial narratives by

village communities in Rajasthan. The event included a workshop and

demonstration by Kavaad artists and storytellers; and a talk by Prof. Nina

Sabnani, artist, animation director and illustrator who is presently involved in

documenting this tradition. An exhibition entitled ‘Authenticity’ presented

different craft products and traditions across India. It included live-

demonstrations; talks by master craftspersons; and panel discussions on

design development and policy challenges.

Moving from the traditional folk forms, exhibitions on contemporary art

presented a range of language and styles. ‘Why Art?’ presented five artists

from Auroville who used paintings, sculptures and photography as mediums

to reflect on Sri Aurobindo’s vision of art. ‘Beyond the Morung’—a group show

by young artists from Nagaland reflected the changing patterns and adaptation

from the traditional expressions of their art to a more mainstream contemporary

genre. Exhibitions by two largely self-taught artists—Mr. Manu Sangari’s

‘Zameen Aasmaan 2’ and Ms. Sipra Dattagupta’s ‘A Mixed Palette’ presented

finely nuanced sensibilities to and a deep engagement with the world around

them. ‘Icons’ by Mr. Andreas Krajanek, Austrian artist based in India used

watercolour paintings and a photo documentation of art at Indian pilgrimage

sites to demonstrate the religious traditions that are ever present in contemporary

cultures in India. Quiet and meditative in style, the paintings focused on

changing forms.

Ms. Kiran Dixit Thacker’s exhibition ‘Réjouir—To Rejoice’,     sculptural works in

bronze and black and white drawings were inspired by the early masters of

Santiniketan. In other exhibitions, the focus remained on presenting works by

leading and upcoming photographers from India and abroad who looked at the

medium as a form of visual record and documentation and also as an art form.

Swiss artist, Ms. Maja Weyermann’s exhibition ‘Chandigarh: An Approach’

combined photography with three-dimensional construction renderings on

cross sections to explore the work of Le Corbusier and how he understood a

foreign culture beyond the cliché and the stereotype. ‘The     Last Stand of Niyam

Raja’     was a display of photographs by Mr. Jason Taylor and Mr. Sanjit Das on

the struggle of the indigenous people of Orissa, the Niyamgiri, whose way of

life, belief system and livelihood are in danger of being destroyed by bauxite

mining.

The exhibition also included film screenings and a panel discussion ‘On the

Altar of Development’, as well as an audio-visual presentation called ‘Niyamgiri

Voices’. Three photo-essays presented journeys, both outward and inward,

through the medium of personal narratives that are often intimate. For

photographer Mr. Tenzing Paljor (‘A Tibetan Pilgrim-Travels through the

Vanishing Himalaya’) the Indian Himalayas provide a rare glimpse of Tibet

and photographs of his travels through the length of the Himalayas from

Arunachal Pradesh in the east through to Ladakh and Zanskar in the far west

are like reflections on pilgrimage. Mr. Angus McDonald’s exhibition on ‘Hill

Trains of India’ presented an intimate and humorous portrait of India’s unique

mountain railways and also a commentary on India’s multilayered identity,

where the ancient and modern co-exist.

The wonderful world of the great African wilderness was captured through the

lens of a Japanese photographer, Go Yamagata. Travelling through South

Africa, Namibia and Bostwana, the exhibition, ‘Visions of Wild Africa’ ’ ’ ’ ’ also

documents the semi-nomadic pastoral lifestyles and customs of the Himba

tribe of north-western Namibia.

Other exhibitions of photographs included ‘Che Guevara in Cuba and the

World‘ and ‘Children in Times of Flux‘ by Ms. Sarvesh. ‘Shufti Series’ paintings

were by Ms. Sadia Sayed, and ‘Children’s Impression of the Mumbai Terror’
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were paintings by children of the Municipal Corporation Primary Schools of

Delhi.

Films
The Centre is a space for platform of choice for many documentary film

makers to present their films, to premiere new productions, present experimental

works or works in progress. Reflecting the changing patterns in the acceptance

and use of documentary as a tool of debate and contestation, the films

presented covered broad areas. They were commentaries on current issues—

social, political, economic—on ecology and conservation policies and practices;

and on issues of sexuality, migration and identities. The directors of the films

were often present to introduce their own films and engage in lively debates

and dialogues after the screenings. Some of the films were selected as points

of debate for successive panel discussions. Overall the films presented were of

a high standard and well informed, with the issues creatively presented and

debated.

The winner of the Silver Lotus Award for Best Non-Feature Film at the 54th

National Film Awards 2007 was     Bishar Blues directed by Mr. Amitabh

Chakraborty. Its theme is the musical practices of the fakirs of Bengal who,

although of Islamic faith, have had a history of assimilation of Buddhist,

Tantric and Vaishnavite traditions and practices. The film sparked a debate on

secularism, followed by a lively and engaging discussion. 68 Pages-Marked

by Pain, Bound by Hope directed by a Mr. Sridhar Rangayan was a searingly

honest film centering on the lives of five individuals marginalised for their

sexual choices and their status as HIV positive people.

Mr. Krishnendu Bose, in his film Delhi–Work in Progress questions and

debates the rapid transformation of the city of Delhi from being one of the

greenest capitals of the world to a mostly built up city. The film questions the

nature of change and the price of development. Chitti Hatia by the first time

film maker, Mr. Bitto Sondhi, presented a deeply moving autobiographical

account of his journey to locate his ancestral house in Rawalpindi, Pakistan.
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Although produced on a shoe-string budget and lacking technical finesse, the

film nevertheless brilliantly communicates the chronicle of partition and forced

migration.

Italian film maker Ms. Ivana Massetti’s Nadro, on the life and career of

influential West African visual artist, poet and author Frederic ‘Cheik Nadro’

Bouabre, was one of the finest films presented in 2008. Using an unusual

narrative structure based more on a free-form approach and placing a heavy

emphasis on the mysticism surrounding the artist, the film vividly brought to

the fore the art and philosophical practices of Nadro. Mr. Nirmal Chander’s

debut film All the World’s a Stage wove together the lives and aspirations of

a motley group of men from the little known Sidi community of south Gujarat.

Celebrating the joyous energy of their ritual songs and dances, it raised critical

issues of identity, migration and the basic struggle to survive.

The Salt Stories by Mr. Lalit Vachani retraced Mahatma Gandhi’s salt march

of 1930s, as a springboard to look at the issues of livelihood in modern,

globalizing India. Elan Vital: Documentary Journeys in Art was a screening of

three films on art commissioned by the Program for Art on Film by the

Metropolitan Museum of Art and the Getty Trust with renowned museum

director and conceptualist Mr. Karl Katz. The films brought together distinguished

art historians and talented film directors to experiment with innovative

approaches to presenting art on film.

During the year under review several theme based documentary film festivals

were organised which included A Festival of Animation Films Made by

Children of India 2007-08 which presented eighteen short animation films

made by children using cell, stop-motion, clay and digital animation.     The

Sound of Animation was a thirty-minute experimental film compiled by

Annecy International Animated Film Festival, France, which uses two-minute

animation segments compiled by children from all over the world. For the third

year in succession, the month of June was devoted to screening of videos and

operas, ballets, concerts as well as documentaries based on portraits of leading

artistes in the world of opera, ballet and classical music. Curated and introduced
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by Dr. R.P. Jain, the programme, A Midsummer’s Fantasia, was hugely

successful and drew capacity audiences for all the screenings. This initiative

of the Centre has encouraged other foreign cultural centres to organise similar

events.

Persistence Resistance: A Festival of Contemporary Political Films was a

unique festival of political documentaries that used installations, outdoor

screenings and small intimate screening spaces like video parlours as also

regular auditorium screenings to provide different viewing experience. The

festival also comprised panel discussions and an experimental performance

piece. Seven seminal documentaries, The Flamenco Experience, showing some

of Spain’s finest legends of flamenco dance and music were screened. To mark

the birthday of His Holiness The Dalai Lama, A Festival of Tibetan Films was

presented in July with a screening of thirteen award-winning feature and

documentary films including Martin Scorsese’s Kundun, the well-known

biopic of the young Dalai Lama; Bernardo Bertolucci’s Little Buddha; and Eric

Valli’s visually striking Himalaya.

The sixth edition of Travelling Film South Asia 2008 showcased thirteen

outstanding documentaries from the subcontinent. The films covered a diverse

range of topics: politics, art, culture, globalization, natural disasters, environment,

gender, urbanization, labour relations, the partition, entertainment, profiles,

history, and others.

An in-depth look at the uncertain histories and politics of transnational

migrations was provided by the documentaries entitled Making Migrant:

Dialogues through Film. Planned by Dr. Radhika Chopra, the series of

documentaries examined the causes of migration and its consequences. Each

set of screenings were followed by panel discussions on the key themes raised.

The monthly screening of films on wildlife, ecology and environment organised

in collaboration with World Wide Fund for Nature-India continues to draw a

cross section of audiences both young and old. Films were presented from the

hugely successful BBC series Animal Life. Wrath of Nature a three-part series
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was presented by the renowned environmentalist Mr. Anil Agarwal. Other

films focused largely on themes of ecology and environment; on the history

of the universe; practical guides to environmental practices at home; and on

the planetary systems.

This year, the Film Club chose a wide selection of international films featuring

works by contemporary directors as well as masters of cinema. Most of the

contemporary films covered the period from the late 80s to early 2000, a

period marked by rapid technological advances, reflected significantly in the

transition from pure celluloid to the use of and acceptance of digital technology

as a part of the filmmaker’s basic tools. This found expression in the films of

this period along with political upheavals across the world, the end of the Cold

War, and the emergence of newly independent nation states. It led to the rise

of new cinematic idioms, the clear emergence of distinct narrative structure

and the exploration of new themes, the digital technology opening up for the

filmmaker a world of technical possibilities never attempted before.

One of the most iconic filmmakers to emerge during this period was Pedro

Almodovar, whose retrospective of films was presented in the year under

review. Outrageous, irreverent, excessive and often labeled a ‘woman’s director’,

seven seminal works tracking Almodovar’s creative progression were presented,

beginning with his first international break-through hit, What Have I done to

Deserve This? to the Oscar award-winning All About My Mother; including

his latest offering To Return where he returns, as it were to touch his feminine

side again. The retrospective was a huge success with members.

To commemorate sixty years of diplomatic relations and to mark ‘60 years of

Sri Lankan Cinema’, the Film Club collaborated with the Sri Lankan High

Commission to present a festival of films by the leading director and father of

modern Sri Lankan cinema, Lester James Peries.  A contemporary of Satyajit

Ray, Peries has over the last five decades or more made an exceptional

contribution to Sri Lankan cinema and laid the foundation for an authentic

film culture. Three of his films—Gamperaliya, Nidhanaya and Rekava, the

first Sri Lankan film to be represented in the Competition Section at Cannes
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Film Festival in 1957—were among the ten films presented at this festival.

Other films chosen included the critically acclaimed, Prasanna Vithanage’s

Pawuru Walalu; auteur-director Vasantha Obeysekere’s Kadapathaka Chaya

which opened new modes of story-telling; and the most commercially successful

film in the history of Sri Lankan cinema, Soorya Arana by Somaratne

Dissanayake. To close the year-long celebrations commemorating fifty years of

Cultural Agreement between India and Japan, ‘A Festival of Films from Japan’

was organised which included leading works by Akira Kurosawa and Kon

Ichikawa. There was special focus on Takeshi ‘Beat’ Kitano (A Scene at the

Sea; Kids Return and Kikujiro), Japan’s highly idiosyncratic filmmaker whose

films have had a cult following since the early ‘80s and whose filmic language

has inspired many filmmakers.

For the first time, the Film Club presented ‘A Festival of Award Winning Films

from Iceland’ that was inaugurated by H.E. Dr. Gunnar Pálsson, Ambassador

of Iceland. Although a small film producing country, Iceland’s films have

made their mark at international film circuits. The screenings at the Centre

included the Oscar nominated film, Children of Nature and the work of several

new directors who have moved away from the earlier nostalgia for a distant

past that characterised the early films, to an engagement with the present and

contemporary films such as Baltasar Kormakur’s 101 Reykjavik and Dagur

Kari’s Noi the Albino. Also included in the festival was Screaming Masterpiece,

a hard-edged documentary on the unique contribution of Icelandic musicians

to the international scene.

The immensely popular third Festival of Contemporary Films from Latin

America and Caribbean Countries presented screenings of award-winning

features from ten countries of the region. Although largely united by similar

histories of a colonial past, language and the struggles and inherent strife of

development, each film presented distinct national cultures, singular filmic

language in exploring themes and a daring cinematic sophistication that often

demanded a lot from the viewers.

Other festivals included ‘Moving Images: A Selection of World Cinema’ which

was presented over two consecutive months.  It provided an opportunity for
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viewers to re-visit old classics such as Anatole Livak’s tale of lost identity in

Anastasia; the Oscar winning Czech film The Shop on Main Street by Ján

Kadár and  Elmar Klos; Caroline Link’s Oscar winning Nowhere in Africa

based on the autobiography of Stephanie Zweig; Smell of Camphor, Fragrance

of Jasmine by Bahman Farmanara who was banned from making films for

over twenty years by Iran’s post-revolutionary Censor Board; the harrowing,

tragic story of survival in Chinese cineaste Ye Ming’s Red Cherry; and Dancer

in the Dark  by Lars von Trier, the ‘enfant terrible’ of Danish cinema.

Festivals of award-winning contemporary films from Cuba, Portugal and

Hungary were also organised. As part of the Hungarian film festival a

discussion around ‘Hungarian Cinema Today’,     was also organised with

presentations by Dr. Imre Lazar, Director, Hungarian Information and Cultural

Centre, New Delhi; Mr. Pankaj Butalia, film maker and film critic; Prof. B.

Diwakar, A.J.K. Mass Communication Research Centre, Jamia Millia Islamia;

Dr. Neelakshi Suryanarayan, Reader, Department of Slavonic and Finno-

Ugrian Studies, University of Delhi; and Ms. Geeti Thadani, film maker and art

historian.

During the year under review, the Film Club presented seventy-eight feature

films from twenty-eight countries.

IIC Nature Group
On February 3, 2008 the IIC Nature Group marked its first anniversary with

a meeting convened to assess the initiatives taken in the previous year and

to plan new activities for the forthcoming year. The meeting was followed by

the screening of a new film on Ladakh by the Bedi Brothers, ‘Desert in the

Skies’, which had been premiered on Discovery Channel in December 2007.

The year 2008 was characterised by tours to bird parks and biodiversity

reserves in the city, out-of-town excursions and wildlife tours, and illustrated

lectures and talks at the Centre. The excursions started with a visit to the

Okhla Bird Park in Delhi, facilitated by Mr. Anand Arya, who has two decades
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of commitment to the development of this park. The Okhla Bird Park is Delhi’s

prime wetland vying for Ramsar site status. A professional birder, Mr. Arya

had very helpfully brought his telescope so that members could get a good

sighting of the waterbirds. The highlight of the excursions in 2008 was the

three-night trip to Corbett Park in March, the first out-of-Delhi excursion by

ten members of the Nature Group. The trip included safaris to Bijrani and

Dhikala, and visits to Jim Corbett’s summer home and work place at Choti

Haldwani. The professional guidance and management of the excursion was

done by Mr. T. K. Sajeev, Education Officer (Bombay Natural History Society),

and In-charge of the Conservation Education Centre, Asola Wildlife Sanctuary,

Delhi. Mr. Sajeev led a tree walk in the Lodi Garden in the following month.

In early July a morning visit was arranged to the Garden of Five Sense, New

Delhi, and at the end of August a Butterfly Walk in the JNU Ridge was

conducted by Dr. Surya Prakash, School of Environment Sciences, JNU. In

October, a bevy of twelve IIC members, some with their spouses, went on an

invigorating four-day retreat to Landour, above Mussoorie. During the retreat,

Mr. Sajeev led the morning birding sessions and the tree walks. The retreat

was the result of an offer by a member of IIC, Ms. Sujata Chauhan to visit her

estate in Landour, which she had opened to IIC members for short visits. In

December a few of the Nature Group members made trips to Ranthambore

Wildlife Sanctuary, and Bharatpur Bird Sanctuary. The latter, also known as

Keoladeo National Park, is a World Heritage Site.

The last excursion in 2008 was a group visit to the Aravalli Biodiversity Park

in the Vasant Kunj area of Delhi. Scooped out and destroyed by extensive

mining in the 1900s, this plot of 693 acres of land in the heart of South Delhi

is today a vibrant reserve, rich with the biodiversity characteristic of the

Aravalli hills. The good work done here by the scientists of Delhi University

and the Delhi Development Authority in reviving the vegetation typical of the

Aravalli Hills has transformed this abandoned area which promises to become

one of Delhi’s most remarkable reserves.

Illustrated talks, video and film screenings kicked off with a delightful video

screening on ‘Conservation Breeding’ by Mr. John Corder, Vice-President, World
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Pheasant Association in February. In March, Mr. Peter Kaestner, Diplomat and

one of the most prolific birders in the world, delivered an illustrated talk

‘Birding Around the World’. In 1986 Mr. Kaestner had become the first birder

to see a representative of each bird family in the world. In 1989 he discovered

a bird species new to science, the Cundinamarca Antpitta (Grallaria kaestneri,

which is named after him). Mr. Samar Singh chaired both the programmes. In

the following month there was a slide presentation on Butterflies by Prof.

Surya Prakash. In September Dr. Nita Shah, Wildlife Scientist and Head,

Vulture Advocacy Programme, Bombay Natural History Society (BNHS),

delivered an illustrated lecture, the second under the Understanding Nature

series, entitled, ‘Where Have all the Vultures Gone?’ Her lecture was followed

by a very entertaining puppet show on vultures. In November the renowned

conservationists and wildlife photographer-siblings, Rajesh and Naresh Bedi,

premiered their thirteen-episode documentary film, ‘Ballooning with the Bedis’

at the IIC. The film has been produced in collaboration with Prasar Bharti and

was televised on Doordarshan Channel 1 every Sunday from November 2008.

In April a very well attended interactive session was held on Eco-Philosophy

with Prof. Henryk Skolimowski, renowned Polish Eco-Philosopher, who led an

informal discussion with the Nature Group members. This event will have a

follow up in March 2009 with a half-day seminar on ‘New Horizons of

Sustainability’ being organised by Prof. Skolimowski in collaboration with IIC

Nature Group. In May a talk on ‘Conservation of Water and Energy: What We

Can Do’ was delivered by Mr. T. K. Sajeev. Mr. Subash Chandra (Indian Forest

Service), Director Horticulture, NDMC spoke at the IIC on ‘Conservation Issues

in New Delhi with Special Reference to Trees’ in July. In August Dr. Asad

Rahmani, Director BNHS, spoke on ‘Existing and Potential Ramsar Wetland

Sites in India’. Dr. Rahmani was delivering the inaugural talk under the

UNDERSTANDING NATURE series of the IIC Nature Group.

For the second year running, the IIC Nature Group celebrated Children’s Day on

14 November. All children/grandchildren of IIC Members and Staff were invited

for a guided nature walk in the Lodi Garden. The walk was followed by a

screening of a children’s film followed by refreshments. Each child was gifted
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a Brahmi (Bacopa monniera) sapling with instructions on how to look after

it. On the occasion the importance of Brahmi as a memory enhancer for
students was also conveyed to the children by Mr. S. K. Mathur, former Head
of the Horticulture Department, Rashtrapati Bhavan.

January 2009 began well with an illustrated lecture by Lt. Gen. R. K. Gaur
(Retd.) PVSM, on ‘Life in Ladakh’, and the participation of four Nature Group
members in the first-ever Bird Survey of the Greater Chandigarh region at
Morni, Kansal and Sukhna Lake, following an invitation from the Avian
Wetland and Habitat Society of Chandigarh, who were assisted in part by the
Haryana Forests and Wildlife Department. The participation and contribution
of the Nature Group to the birdcount has also been reported in the Chandigarh
edition of the Times of India (February 2, 2009).

IIC Quarterly
The year 2008-2009 has seen the publication of three volumes of the IIC

Quarterly, and a substantial increase in the number of subscribers to the
journal. Its new book format and revamped design have been much appreciated
and commended. The introduction of colour in its photo essays and improved
production values make it a visual delight.

The publication year began with the launch, in the presence of distinguished
guests, on May 28, 2008, of the Winter 2007-Spring 2008 issue, titled
Beyond Degrees. Co-published with HarperCollins as a hard cover title, Beyond

Degrees: Finding Success in Higher Education, it takes a look across the board
at the decline in the university system in India and the contemporary
relevance of models of education adopted more than a century ago. The reader
is offered a wide range of opinions and prescriptions by eminent educationists,
historians, economists and administrators. The essays question archaic
systems, while acknowledging existing pockets of excellence within that very
system, and attempt to provide viable solutions that would once more take the
university system to its position of global pre-eminence

The Summer volume 2008 is largely devoted to governance, with a selection
of lectures at the Centre by persons of eminence, such as Mr. Bimal Jalan,
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Mr. Jagmohan and Mr. Shashi Tharoor. Other issues covered are a spectrum

of civilizational concerns highlighted by Mr. Gopalkrishna Gandhi through the

indigo plant, an honest appraisal of the Indian ‘soap industry’, a treatise on

the history of Indian philosophy, and a look at three eminent personalities:

Alain Danielou, Alan Roland and Irshad Panjatan. The Quarterly was the first

to publish the late Mr. Richard Bartholomew’s evocative photographs capturing

young artists and the years of innocence of the ‘50s and ‘60s as a photo

essay.

The tranquil environs of the Gandhi King Plaza played host to the launch of

the Autumn 2008 issue during the weeklong IIC EXPERIENCE—A FESTIVAL

OF THE ARTS, on October 20, 2008. This issue is largely devoted to the

Gandhian legacy of universal peace and non-violence and its inspirational

impact on some of the world’s most revered figures such as H. H. The Dalai

Lama, Ms. Aung San Suu Kyi, Khan Abdul Ghaffar Khan and Mr. Nelson

Mandela. Eminent contributors to this volume reflect on why it is that the

Gandhian legacy appears more alive outside India than in its country of origin,

and include Mr. Rajmohan and Mrs. Usha Gandhi, Mr. U.R. Ananthamurthy,

Mr. Mani Shankar Aiyar and Mr. S.S. Mukherjee, among others. Mr. Benoy K.

Behl and Mr. Tenzing Paljor’s photo essays on the Buddhist monasteries of the

Trans Himalayan region capture the stark landscapes of the mountain regions

and the tranquil interiors of the monasteries.

IIC Diary
The IIC Diary has continued to maintain the new format and style implemented

two years ago, with frequent improvements and updates in its design and

colour. As every year, the Diary continues to cover a wide and eclectic range

of events such as the Tagore Festival, the series FRONTIERS OF HISTORY, Prince

Charles’ lecture on organic farming, and those by Rev. Jesse Jackson and Mr.

Gopalkrishna Gandhi. The launch of the theme volume of the Quarterly,

Beyond Degrees, poetry readings, photography exhibitions and talks by visiting

dignitaries were also featured.
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A special sixteen-page issue of the Diary was devoted to the events featured
in the IIC Festival, held at the end of October where eminent artistes and
performers reviewed   music, dance, theatre, films and exhibitions.

The Diary continues to be an essential source of information about the Centre
and its programmes, particularly for international and outstation members,
with notices from various departments that keep members abreast of changes
and new developments.

Occasional Papers
In keeping with the Centre’s founding aims of disseminating information, the

Occasional Paper series, which was started in 2007, is being continued serially
as Occasional Publication. Each Occasional Publication contains the text of a
talk delivered at the IIC. Each month a few talks are selected and either brought
out in print or placed on the website.

The first talk to be published as Occasional Publication in 2008 was, ‘Africa,
African Diaspora and the Prospect of Global Cultural Dialogue’, delivered by
H.E. Olabiyi Babalola Joseph Yai, former Ambassador Permanent Delegate of
Benin to UNESCO, and currently Chairman of the UNESCO’s Executive Board.

Prof. Shail Mayaram’s talk, ‘The Magic of Prithviraj, Padmini and Pratap in the
Vernacular Imaginaire: Revisiting the Interface of Colonialism, Orientalism and
Nationalism’, Dr. B. R. Mani’s illustrated talk on ‘Ancient Gandhara: Then and
Now’, Prof. David Marquand’s lecture on ‘Challenges to European Democracy’
and Prof. Noburu Karashima, noted Japanese historian’s talk, ‘Reading
Inscriptions: Observations on Medieval Society in South India’ comprised the
occasional publications for 2008. Lt. Gen. (Retd.) R. K. Gaur’s illustrated

lecture, ‘Life in Ladakh’ was the occasional publication brought in January.

Library

The rapid explosion in Information coupled with changes in Information

Technology has raised the level of requirements for Library users. Hence, the
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services in the Library are being enhanced to make them better and faster. In

addition to Internet facilities which are available free of charge at five

terminals to members, Wi-Fi facility has also been provided to all users,

without any fee or time limitation. Software and hardware in the Library are

being further upgraded to provide better services and to enhance the efficiency

of Library Management.

There are 3,424 members of the Centre who regularly use the Library facilities.

Besides this, permission has also been given to thirty research scholars to use

the Library facilities under a special category of library membership. Inter

Library loan service is provided to members.

During the last year 965 books were added in the library, and 226 periodicals

and newspapers were received from different parts of the world through

subscription, exchange and gift. The budget for books and periodicals was

increased to Rs. 21.65 lakhs.

The Library organised several poetry programmes in collaboration with the

Poetry Society, India. These included readings by Dr. William Radice, Dr. J. P.

Das, Mr. K. Satchidanandan, Dr. Karan Singh, Mr. K. N. Daruwalla, Dr.

Rukmani B. Nair, Dr. Lakshmi Kannan, Ms. Sagari Chhabra, Mr. Sunit Tandon,

Mr. Mahmoud Darwish, Mr. S. Nihal Singh and Ms. Maya Khosla. The

‘Informal Encounters’ programme, which was organised in collaboration with

the Poetry Society (India) was continued as ‘Charms of Silence and Solitude’,

under the chairmanship of Mr. Soli J. Sorabjee.

Ten book discussion programmes were organised during the year. The authors

whose books were discussed included Mr. Kishan S. Rana, Dr. Ramachandra

Guha, Mr. Maloy Krishna Dhar, Mr. Philips Talbot, Mr. Ajoy Bose, Dr. Ghazala

Shahabuddin, Dr. Mahesh Rangarajan, Dr. Balmiki Prasad Singh, Dr. Fareed

Zakaria, Dr. K. S. Subramanian and Mr. Ranjit Singh Kalha.

The ‘Meet the Author’ programme, organised in collaboration with the Sahitya

Akademi, featured Mr. A. Sethumadhavan and Mr. Manglesh Dabral.
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The rearrangement in terms of layout of the Library was done in the first week

of October 2008. During this period the library stacks of the front section were

relocated to the back so that natural light from the windows could be utilised.

The space vacated has been allocated to Researchers’ tables along with

Internet connections.

The Library has recently started a CD and DVD library consisting of

documentaries and music. An effort has also been made to digitise as many

talks and lectures as possible delivered at the IIC between 2004-07 which the

members can listen to now in the Library or borrow them from June onwards.

The set of DVDs of the IIC EXPERIENCE of 2008 too are available in the

Library for viewing.

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Revision of Annual Membership Subscription
The fee for admission of members and the annual membership subscription

was last considered for revision in 1999 and made effective from April 1,

2000. No revision has been done during the course of the last nine years.

While considering increase in membership fee and subscription, the Board

decided to examine the existing fees of similar institutions like India Habitat

Centre, Delhi Gymkhana Club and the Civil Services Officers’ Institute which

showed that the Centre’s existing fees are fairly lower than of these institutions.

During the nine year period from the year 2000, the Centre has been providing

a number of new services to the members. These include credit card facility

with transaction charge being borne by the Centre, free internet facility in the

Library and the Hostel reception, wire less internet facility in residential rooms

and in the Main as well as Annexe complex of the Centre. In addition, the core

activities of the Centre in terms of programmes have substantially increased,

for example the IIC EXPERIENCE, the annual festival of arts and other

programmes such as programmes on Varanasi, Tagore and others. Taking all

these factors into account including increasing cost of establishment, the

centre is constrained to increase the annual subscription rate for all categories

of membership. The revised annual subscription would be made effective from

the 1st of April 2009.

Amendments to the Memorandum of Association and
Rules and Regulations

The Board at its meeting held in September 2008 discussed the tenure and

term of office of the Board and the Executive Committee. Regarding tenure, it

was decided that an Elected/Nominated member of the Board/Committee shall

cease to be such a member, if he/she fails to attend three consecutive

meetings of the Board/Committee without reasonable cause. As regards the

term of office, it was decided that after two consecutive terms on the Board/

Committee members would not be eligible to seek re-election/re-nomination.

The rules in this matter have been framed and implemented.
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The Gardens

The gardens were full of colour as the quality of seeds and bulbs were of

improved hybrid strains. During November to January, when they were in full

bloom, they brought in much appreciation. Roses did very well and a section

dedicated to Dr. B. P. Pal, a renowned scientist was an added attraction. Dr.

M.S. Swaminathan appreciated the efforts made by IIC during his Dr. B. P. Pal

memorial lecture. Efforts were made to ensure lush green lawns throughout

the year.

A training programme was organised for all the gardeners in the Indian

Agricultural Research Institute (Pusa Institute) for a week, with the aim of

building the confidence levels and for the upgradation of their interactive

capacity. The training programme was useful in capacity building.

IIC participated as a competitor in the Bougainvillea festival organised at

Nehru Park by the Bougainvillea Society of India and was a proud winner of

more than six first prizes. IIC collected the latest varieties of Bougainvilleas

from national Botanical Research Institute, Lucknow, one of the pioneers in

Research and Development of Bougainvilleas in India, to add to its collection.

The Chief Minister of Delhi, Mrs. Shiela Dixit gave away the prizes and Prof.

Menon, IIC President, appreciated the efforts. The trophies have been displayed

in Prof. Menon’s office.

Vermi-composting and garden waste management are being taken care of as

emphasized by Mr. P.C. Sen, former Director IIC. The importance of water

conservation has been impressed upon the staff by implementing a careful

irrigation and watering schedule. There are plans to further improve this aspect

by adopting the use of water conservation compounds, which are organic in

their content since this is a critical issue especially with the water table

consistently going down.
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The January to December schedule was organised and kept up with careful

planning and management of the garden and lawns of the Centre and Annexe.

Year round colour in the garden was successfully maintained for the trees,

shrubs, climbers, roses, annuals (seasonal flowers) and bulbous plants due to

the on-site training given to the gardeners.  Some future planning is being kept

in mind for further improvement after the construction activities are over. The

Chrysanthemum collection has been improved and the gardeners are being

trained to propagate these varieties to the extent feasible.

Varieties of bulbous plants, cuttings of carnations and a few select seeds and

seedlings, have also been procured from the University of Solan, Department

of Horticulture, Shimla and other nurseries of repute with personal guidance

and coordination with their senior scientists.

Financial Position

The income of the Centre during the last financial year, 1st of April 2007 to the

31st of March 2008, showed a marginal increase to Rs. 2044.65 lakhs from

Rs. 2001.20 of previous year. The net surplus at the end of the Financial Year

2007-08, after providing for Rs. 210 lakhs under depreciation and Replacement

Fund was Rs. 20.08 lakhs as against Rs. 27.04 lakhs in the Financial Year

2006-07. The Audited Accounts for the year 2007-08 show a satisfactory

position. Additionality to the reserves is expected to be marginal in the

Financial Years 2008-09 and 2009-10, because of increase in the emoluments

of the employees under the new Wage Agreement. The investment policy of

the Centre of placing the funds in risk free investments continues, which has

enhanced the Centre’s Corpus and is unaffected by the financial meltdown in

the market.
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Computerisation

Apart from enhancements in the computerised accounts, a major initiative has

been taken in the use of information technology during the year in the Library.

New software has been installed along with the requisite hardware in the

Library. This will enable the Library to enhance its efficiency and provide

Library information through Internet.

The process of upgradation of existing computers and Local Area Network

(LAN) has been carried out during the year. Ten new machines have been

purchased other than the eight procured for the Library. Preliminary arrangement

has also been made to cater to the LAN connectivity for the new building,

which is under construction.

Wi-Fi operation is being increasingly used by the members in the Main Hostel,

Annexe and the Library. This facility is also being used by the Centre as a

back up to the wired internet in the Library and for certain essential services.

The Centre plans to computerise functions relating to stores during the next

financial year.

Staff

On the occasion of the 47th Annual Day of the Centre a get-together of staff

was organised on the 21st of January 2009, at which Prof. M.G.K. Menon, IIC

President felicitated the employees and presented cash rewards, watches and

certificates to Mr. Lokmani Sharma, Mr. Vinay Kumar Saxena, Mr. Raj Kumar

Sharma, Mr. Jagannath Rana, Mr. Prakash Ram, Mr. Rajbir, Mr. Balbir Chand,

Mr. Parmanand, Mr. Ritu Raj and Mr. B.P.Tripathi.

The Centre bade farewell to Mr. L.K. Joshi, Chief General Manager who retired

from the Centre on the 31st of March 2008. Subsequently, Mr. Pyare Lal, Mr.
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Anand Singh, Mr. Shyam Lal and Mr. Ram Nath retired after several years of

meritorious service.

Wage Settlement
The Centre has arrived at a wage settlement with the Staff Union for a period

of ten years with effect from January 1, 2008.

Upkeep and Maintenance

During the shut down period for the construction of ten additional single

rooms thirty nine single rooms had been closed down. In this shut down

period the entire hot water, and cold-water pipeline, along with air conditioning

and chilled water pipe line, all of which were more than forty years old, were

replaced.

The bathrooms attached to the rooms have also been renovated. The electrical

layout of these single rooms has been modified by replacing the old wiring as

also by providing the new fitting and fixtures required as on date viz., internet

connection, concealed cable TV connection and others. The old AC units have

been replaced and a thermostat control system to regulate the room temperature

has been provided. An energy saver unit which is controlled by a master

switch to save energy has also been provided. The old TV sets have been

replaced with new LCD TVs. Limited interior work has been undertaken by

providing new furniture and by modifying some of the existing furniture.

Security Measures

As is well known, there has been a general deterioration of security

environment in the country and Delhi in particular. Keeping in mind the
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importance of IIC and the role it performs the following immediate security

measures have been introduced to enhance security levels:

• Security personnel in plain clothes to identify unauthorised entrants

and also keep in check any unwanted activity.

• Members requested to identify themselves to security staff, if required.

• Manning of all gates when open.

• Renewal/updating of identity cards of IIC employees.

• To ensure vehicles (manned) at the alighting point stay not more than

five minutes.

• Incoming material to be thoroughly checked before entry into the

premises

• Membership cards to include photographs. (updated)

• Instructions to sponsors of programmes to nominate specific

representative for identifying their delegates/guests.

• Additional illumination in areas with less light.

• As a long-term measure the Centre has constituted a Committee to

suggest additional measures like:

(1) CCTV, Metal Detectors, Carrying of Bags, Mobiles in the

Conference Room.

(2) Upgrading of boundary walls/gates to make the security

foolproof.

(3) A security audit by the authorised agency and review their

report.

The long-term measures to be adopted will be finalised by April 2009.
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Infrastructure Project

As reported through the circular letters to members, contracts for various

works pertaining to the new Infrastructure namely civil, electrical, internal

plumbing and fire fighting were awarded from May 2008 onwards.

The demolition work of structures in the Rock Garden and the Central Court

area was taken up and completed in the month of July and thereafter the

construction work of this area was commenced. The lower basement and

upper basement structure work has since been completed. The construction of

the entire building is scheduled to be completed by January 2010.

The work for construction of additional guest rooms (9 single and 1 double)

on the Hostel Roof of single room block (facing rose garden side) is in progress

and is scheduled for completion in the month of April 2009.

The work for renovation, augmentation and integration of the existing essential

building services (water, sewerage, electrical sub stations, electric cables,

emergency power supply, air-conditioning and fire-fighting) has been taken

up from November 2008. These services will be renewed, upgraded and

integrated to take care of additional facilities coming up in the Infrastructure

Project. This work is scheduled for completion in the month of April 2009.

Overall, the progress of works since construction began, has been very

satisfactory.
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Management of the Centre

I would like to express my grateful thanks to my illustrious predecessor

Mr. P. C. Sen who served this institution with distinction from May 2003 to

June 2008 and took a number of new initiatives during the period. We hope

to build on them and maintain the high standards set by him.

Mr. M. P. Wadhawan, Hon. Treasurer continued to favour the Centre with his

valuable advice.

The Centre continued to benefit from the expert advice and guidance of its

eminent Trustees.

The Finance Committee, chaired by Dr. Shankar Nath Acharya undertook

detailed exercises to study, in depth, the finances of the Centre.

Members of the Executive Committee provided valuable inputs, as well as

consistent support to the management in operational activities.

Finally, the Centre has benefited from the excellent suggestions made by

members and the help many of them have given to bring these to fruition. Our

gratitude to members, who comprise the finest and most talented people in our

society and whose dedication and contribution to the Centre is, as always,

invaluable.
